Minutes: The minutes from November 5, 2014 were emailed and read previous to the 
meeting. Margaret made a motion to approve the minutes as read, Kyle seconded that 

motion, all in favor. 
Bills: Margaret read the bills. Margaret made a motion to approve the bills as read, Kyle 

seconded that motion, all in favor. 
Utah Transportation Coalition Resolution: The League of Cities and Towns has teamed up with Granite Construction, The Association of Counties, and Salt Lake Chamber of Commerce to form a Transportation Coalition. They have asked for 25.00 to be a part of this. They did send an agreement to be signed along with the 25.00. Neither of these things are binding and if the Town chose to not be a part of this, that could be easily done. This coalition participation may be a good way for the Town to be heard by writing to the members as compared to having to go through the state, etc. Each member of the Council will look into this Coalition and it will be discussed at the next meeting. 
Council Reports: 
· Roads- Jay is excused from this meeting. 
· Water- Mayor Howlett has been in contact with Rocky Mountain Power and they have started their part of the Canyon Well Replacement. The Sprinkler lines have all been blown out in preparation for winter and the restrooms outside winterized. The water overages have been billed. There have been some questions from community members as to the mineral content of our water in town. Mayor Howlett will find out about how much a test for this would cost and if it something Chemtech Ford will test. 
· Community – Margaret suggested the possibility of having the Christmas party for the Council and Planning Commission down at the White’s Hunting Clubhouse. She will check on prices, but the Council liked the idea. After Margaret gets an official cost and finds out about availability the Council can make a decision. The suggested dates for the Christmas party are January 9, 24, or 31.   
· Grants/Fire/Budget- Spencer is excused from this meeting. Dallan Horger brought up that there are two fire hydrants that are non-functioning. One can be fixed by our Fire Department. The other will require an outside contractor. Mayor Howlett will discuss this with Hyrum City and see if they could possibly agree to an interlocal agreement that would allow us to pay them to fix it.  
Unfinished Business: The Town was awarded a $76,000.00 grant from the Utah State Land and Water Conservation Fund that was applied for during the summer for the new park. This will help fund a bowery and bathrooms. Mayor Howlett suggested to Kyle that the Park Committee or Lions Club draw up two sets of plans by January to bring before the Council, the Council will then officially vote on one and the project can get started.  There are still some things that need to be worked out with Planning and Zoning and the water shares before a building permit can be issued. Kyle will try to clear those up so they can get this project started quickly.  
New Business:  The printer in the office is no longer printing. Alyssa has been in contact with Les Olsen Company and did get a couple bids for new printers. The Council felt the most reasonable bid was about $400.00 for a new HP Laser Jet Printer. Margaret made a motion to allow the spending of approximately $400.00 for a new printer. Kyle seconded that motion, all in favor. 
Adjourn: Margaret made a motion to adjourn; Kyle seconded that motion, all in favor. Meeting adjourns at 7:58 p.m.
