Minutes: The minutes from November 19, 2014 were emailed and read previous to the 
meeting. Margaret made a motion to approve the minutes as amended with an added line 

for the discussion and approval of the printer. Kyle seconded that motion, all in favor. 
Bills: Margaret read the bills. Margaret made a motion to approve the bills as 1 -30 for 

Fire Department, and checks 31-39 regular city bills and payroll, Spencer seconded that 
motion, all in favor. 
Building Permits: Shed-Montano-8871 S. 100 E. This permit was approved for an 

enclosed semi-trailer being used as a shed at the Planning and Zoning meeting November 
20, 2014.  This structure is over the 200 sq. ft. limit and does need to go through the 
County for a building permit. Margaret made a motion to approve this permit, 

Spencer seconded that motion, all in favor. 
Utah Transportation Coalition Resolution: Mayor Howlett and Margaret did some research on this Coalition and Margaret would like to join. The other Council members are not sure if they want to support this cause yet. Kyle would like to see what the Coalition accomplishes in the near future and then make a decision as to if it is something they would support. Margaret makes a motion to join the coalition, there is no second. 
Council Reports: 
· Roads- Jay is excused from this meeting. 
· Water- Kyle will set up a test for water mineral content here in town. We can then publish the information in the newsletter. 
· Community – Lions Club decorated the Paradise sign and Tree on the way into Paradise and Margaret reported that they did a great job. Margaret got prices from Grant White for the possibility of having a Christmas Party down at their Sportsman’s Paradise Clubhouse. The quote was $22.00 per person. Alyssa will get a head count and count of what everyone wants to eat so that Margaret can get the numbers to Grant.  
· Grants/Fire/Budget- Blake Pulsipher brought in the deposit for the Trap Shoot There was $2789.50 in cash and $320.00 checks. There were 46 kids in the drawing for the gun. Shot 27 youth rounds and sold 1015 tickets. The Fire Department is preparing the AFG Grant and will get the paperwork sent in this week for approximately $200,000.00.  They will plan the Fire Department’s Christmas Party for the 1st or 3rd week of January 2015.  
Unfinished Business: Kyle will try to get a copy of any award letter received for the LWCF Grant. They will need to get a current legal description of the park with the new boundaries. The boundaries were re-drawn after the initial application was filed. All the money awarded needs to be used before the town can apply for more funds through LWCF. The Park Committee will try to come up with 2 concepts in January so that the Council can approve the pavilion. Kyle will attend the Planning and Zoning meeting on December 10, 2014. Kyle would also like to figure out everything that needs to be done to get water and all the shares and building permits necessary for all the things the new building and sprinkler system at the park will require.
